Dear OWSé a love letter  
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Since 1993 my family has had some sort of con-
nection to all that happens at Olympia Waldorf 
School....both of my children attended Kinder-
garten through Grade 8...both of them still at-
tend events, contribute, and have served on 
alumni panels. I am a former Board member, 
preschool faculty, and all-around volunteer. 
 
I so, so love OWS...the mag-
ic that happens in each class-
room each day emboldens 
the children to go forth into 
the world with genuine in-
terest and the strength gar-
nered over years of being 
held by an entire communi-
ty. I would say that the same 
is true for the teachers and 
the adults who enroll their 
children, who volunteer 
their time, and who strive to 
make things work--often in 
daunting circumstance. 
 
At Winter Faire I witnessed alumni hugging 
one another... hugging former teachers... eagerly 
seeking the Cookie Kingdom or the Candle Dip-
ping. I saw students helping make jump ropes, 
and showing young visitors how to make the 
crafts in the Elves Workshop. I saw folks bat-
tling the elements to sell their lovely, albeit 
sometimes soggy, gingerbread. I saw old friends 
reconnect, and new friends being made.  
 
I saw the lovely Early Childhood Faculty enkin-
dle Snow White, Rose Red, and the angry little

dwarf with his most hilarious hands. I saw wee 
ones rapt in attention at the puppet play, and I 
trust that even those who chatted all the way 
through gleaned something of warmth just 
from the hushed environment and gentle 
mood.  
 
I saw old friends of my own, and old acquaint-
ances, too...I saw former students who still 
attend OWS and those who have moved on. I 

saw music being made by 
humans...beautiful, celebrato-
ry music. I caught the scent of 
lavender, of gingerbread, and 
of melting beeswax. I visited 
my own memories, too...and 
recalled my youngest actually 
retelling me the puppet play 
story nearly verbatim when 
he was but 4 years old. I re-
membered the hugs of those 
now gone from this realm, 
and the hard work that we all 
shared. 
 
I just want you all to know 

that I think being a part of a Waldorf school is 
not always easy...in fact, there are years where 
NOTHING feels easy....but the issues - wheth-
er they be financial, faculty related, festival 
overload, enrollment issues, or just physical 
exhaustion - usually resolve one way or anoth-
er. It's difficult (nigh impossible) to keep every-
one happy all of the time...but the striving....the 
striving.....is what I believe resonates long after 
we depart the clapboard building. The work in 
the spiritual realm, the work in the physical

There is nothing inherently 
wrong with male children 
yet, statistically and anecdo-
tally, boys in the United 
States seem to be facing 
unique challenges that in-
clude navigating an unwrit-
ten òboy code,ó family expec-
tations, and education sys-
tems that donõt understand 
how they learn, play, relate, 
and communicate.  

Itõs time to recognize that the problem isnõt 
boys ð the problem is us.  Which is actually a 
good thing ð because weõre the ones that can 
make the necessary changes.   

When our boys feel heard and understood, then 
ð and only then ð will we be on a trajectory to 
change the story of males who are angry or 
depressed, or who have become the focus of the 
#metoo movement. (All boys? No. All men? No. 
But we must look at the troubling trends).  

Boys are more likely to be expelled from pre-
school or drop out before high school gradua-
tion than girls. Along the way, their grades and

their self-confidence suffer. If they are medicated 
or disciplined for òlack of attentionó or òbehavior 
problems,ó itõs no surprise that so many lose 
their way.  

From birth through middle school, women are 
the most prominent influence in boysõ lives. 
Eighty-seven percent of primary teachers in the 
U.S. are women. Mothers spend twice as much 
time parenting than fathers. Twenty-five percent 
of American households are led by women- only.   

Women are nurturing, compassionate mothers 
and hard-working, inventive educators. But are 
we, as women, evaluating boys (and men) 
through our own feminine expectations? Are we 
judging boys through our own feminine ideas of 
what is acceptable and normal?  

By clinging to models that donõt include the 
unique ways they interact and learn, we are con-
stantly communicating to boys that they are 
wrong, that they just donõt measure up - espe-
cially in the classroom, where success can make 
or break a child.  

The statistics are undeniable and breathtaking. 
Boys are failing in ways we did not predict. Pre-
school boys are expelled 4.5 times more than 
girls. Boys are 4-5 times more likely to be diag-
nosed with and medicated for ADHD. Advanced 
Placement (AP) classes are 70-80% girls.Ο55% of 
all high school drop-outs are boys. And all  of 

these grim statistics increase for boys of 
color.  

Letõs learn how not to make boys wrong 
for the distinct ways in which they learn 
and engage.  What can we do to encour-
age all children? Can we lift up our boys 
with the same breath that we empower 
our girls? Absolutely, we can.  

Please join me on Wednesday, March 7 at 
6:30 pm when Iõll talk about important 
ways to celebrate and work with boys to 
respect their unique perspectives, gifts, 
and contributions.

They 
are the three pillars that support our work as teachers. Although seemingly simple, these pillars can be the 
glue that holds the class together, which then gives children the freedom to grow and experience the 
"lessons" that are offered in early childhood.  
  
As children come to trust the rhythm of each day, they are reassured, comforted and feel secure in the 
context of the classroom.  From there children can then truly begin to express themselves and take in the 
environment. As teachers, we look at the rhythm from the perspective of the day, week, and year. There is 
ample time outdoors, and we notice how the natural world changes from Autumn to Winter to Spring. As 
the natural world experiences a rhythm, we ask ourselves how we can cultivate a relationship to it?  
  
Right now, in our winter mood, just as the plants are quietly tending to their roots, the childrenès imagina-
tion and play grows more rich, and our inward nature deepens. This approach enlivens not just  the minds 
but the hearts of our students.
